Write your name, do some swirls, etc. If 

you are taking my  Basic Free Motion 

Machine Quilting class at the retreat  you will r 

need : Sewing machine needles: Schmetz 

Microtex Sharp Needles sizes 70/10 & 80/12. 

Aurifil thread: Colors 2000, 2309, 2310 any 

one of those for top thread and for 

bobbin 2315. Blue wash out marking 

pen, golf gloves, right & left hand 

(preferred) or Machiners (sold at 

Joanne's). Extra empty bobbins. If you 

have questions email Carol at: 

Carolbquilts@AOL.com and put subject 

in. There will be a kit involved with this
