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Cutting Chart

Background

(2) 2½" x 6½"
(1) 6½" x 5½"

Medium #1

(1) 2½" square
(4) 2½" x 5½"

Dark #1

(2) 2½" squares
(1) 2½" x 5½"

Dark #2

(1) 2½" square

Medium #2

(2) 2½" x 10½"

Making the Center Nine Patch

1. With right sides together, sew a Dark #1, 2½" square to each side of the Medium #1, 2½" square. Set and press
seams toward the Dark.

2. With right sides together, sew a Medium #1, 2½" x 5½" piece to each side of the Dark #1, 2½" x 5½" piece. Set
and press seams toward the dark.

3. Cut into (2)
2½" x 6½"
patches.
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4. Lay out the patches needed for the 9 Patch. With right sides together sew. 
Set and press seams towards the middle row.

Completing the Block

1. Sew one 2½" x 6½" Background piece to each side of the 9 Patch. 
Set and press seams toward the Background.

2. With right sides together, sew a Medium #1, 2½" x 5½" piece to each side of the
Background, 6 ½" x 5 ½" piece.  Set and press seams toward the Background.

3. Cut into (2) 2½" x 10½" patches.

4. Sew (1) 2½" x 10½" patch to the remaining two sides of the 9 Patch. 
Set and press seams away from the 9 Patch.

5. Lay out the 9 Patch, (1) 2½" Dark #2 square and (2) 2½" x 10½" Medium #2 to
complete the Block.

6. Sew with right sides together. Set and press seams toward the Medium #2.
